Abstract 

The Bladwell/Wheatley family archives is a collection of family and business related materials from 

the old Goulburn and Gunning families, the Bladwells and Wheatleys. Connected by marriage, this 

combined collection was donated by Ted Bladwell, a family historian who donated the collection 

upon his death. Both the Wheatley and the Bladwell families were prominent names in the wool and 

sheep industries of Goulburn region during the early 20th century.  

Scope and Content 

This collection contains numerous family photos of both the Bladwell and Wheatley relatives, 

information on the wool industry including a prospectus, wool sale booklet, information regarding 

the Wool Selling Centre from the 1950’s, Newspaper articles and a postcard from the Union Stock 

Yards, Detroit. There is also a certificate from the Science and Art Department of the Committee of 

Council on Education.

restrictions. Access to the collection is by appointment with The Local Studies Officer.

This collection was donated by Carolyn Bladwell, wife of family historian Ted Bladwell, in 2021 to 
Goulburn Mulwaree Library, at the request of Ted upon his death in December, 2020.
